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Saber Spot GO DMX Addressing

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX controller, so the correct fixture
responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address is the channel number from which
the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control signal sent out from the DMX controller. The assignment
of this starting DMX address is achieved by setting the correct DMX address on the digital control
display on the fixture.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different addresses
for each individual fixture. Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will cause all fixtures to react
in the same way, in other words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures
simultaneously.

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will start to “listen” to the channel number
you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels of each fixture. That means changing the settings
of one channel will only affect the selected fixture.

In the case of the Saber Spot GO, when in 4 Channel you should set the starting DMX address of the
first unit to 1, the second unit to 5 (4 + 1), the third unit to 9 (5 + 4), and so on. (See chart below for
more details.)

When making adjustments press ENTER to confirm your setup. To exit without making any
adjustments press the MODE button. The display will lock after 1 minute. Press the MODE
button for 7 seconds to unlock.

DMX MODE - pmx Address Setting.
1. Press either the MODE, UP, or DOWN buttons until “DMX MODE” is displayed, press ENTER.

2. The current address will now be displayed and flashing. Press the UP or DOWN buttons to find
your desired address. Press the ENTER button to set your desired DMX address.

CHANNEL - This will let you select your desired DMX channel mode.

1. Press either the MODE, UP, or DOWN buttons until “CHANNEL” is displayed, press ENTER. The
current DMX channel mode will be displayed.

2. Press the UP or DOWN buttons to find your desired DMX channel mode and press the ENTER
button to confim your setting.

SLAVE - This will let you set the unit as the slave unit in a master/slave configuration.

3. Press the ENTER button to confirm your desired set up.

White Balance - with this function you can adjust the RGBW colors to balance the white
output color.

1. Press either the MODE, UP, or DOWN buttons until “White BL” is displayed, and press ENTER.

2. Use the UP or DOWN buttons to scroll through the RGBW colors. Press the ENTER button to
select the color you wish to adjust.

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Saber Spot GO WiFly Set Up

This unit can only be controlled using WiFly. Your DMX controller must be connected to a ADJ WiFly
Transceiver to use this function. You are able to communicate up to 2500 feet/760 meters (open line
of sight).

1. Follow the instructions on page 18 to set the WiFly channel. The channel must match the channel
setting on the WiFly WiFly Transceiver.

2. After you have set the WiFly channel, follow the DMX instructions on page 16 to select your
desired DMX Channel mode and set your DMX address.

3. Apply power to the ADJ WiFly Transceiver. The fixture must be set up first before you apply
power to WiFly Transceiver.

4. If everything is set up properly and the fixture is receiving a wireless signal, you should now be

able to control it with a DMX controller.

Saber Spot GO WiFly Master-Slave Set Up

This function will allow you to link units together via WiFly to run in a Master-Slave setup.

The Saber Spot GO comes with 2 frost filters. Before installation, peel off the adhesive backing on
both sides of the lens. Install the frost filter in front of the main lens (1 & 2). Insert the inlcuded retainer
ring by “squeezing” the ring and gently sliding it in place in front of the newly installed lens (3).

Saber Spot GO Trouble Shooting

Listed below are a few common problems the user may encounter, with solutions.

Unit not responding to DMX:

1. Be sure that the wireless channel setting on the unit and the transceiver channel match.

2. Be sure that you are in the correct DMX channel mode.

3. Be sure that the distance between is not to far and that there is no interference with the “line
of sight”.

Saber Spot GO Cleaning

Due to fog residue, smoke, and dust cleaning the internal and external optical lenses must be carried
out periodically to optimize light output.

1. Use normal glass cleaner and a soft cloth to wipe down the outside casing.
2. Clean the external optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 20 days.

3. Always be sure to dry all parts completely before plugging the unit back in.
Cleaning frequency depends on the environment in which the fixture operates (i.e. smoke, fog
residue, dust, dew).
