ALWAYS use safety cables that can hold 12 times the weight of the unit 
when installing the fixture. This equipment must be installed by a professional, and it must be in-
stalled in a place where it is out of the reach of people’s grasp.

The Encore Burst RGBW IP is fully operational in three different mounting positions: hanging upside-
down, mounted sideways on trussing, or set on a flat level surface. Be sure this fixture is kept at 
least 12m (40ft) away from any flammable materials (decoration etc). 

OVERHEAD RIGGING: The Encore Burst RGBW IP includes two rigging options.
1.	 OMEGA BRACKET -  Mount the fixture with an appropriately rated professional grade rigging 

clamp (not included) to the included Omega Bracket using an M12 screw and nut (not included). 
With the rigging clamp securely attached to the Omega Bracket, attach the Omega Bracket to 
the fixture by inserting both of the 1/4-turn quick-lock fasteners into the aligning holes on the fix-
ture yoke bracket, and turning each quick-lock fastener clockwise to secure. MAKE SURE THE 
OMEGA BRACKET IS SECURELY ATTACHED BEFORE RIGGING FIXTURE!

2.	 MOUNTING YOKE - Mount the fixture with an appropriately rated professional grade rigging 
clamp (not included) to the fixture yoke bracket center hole using an M12 screw and nut (not in-
cluded).

DMX SET UP
DMX-512: DMX is short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used as a form of commu-
nication between intelligent fixtures and controllers. A DMX controller sends DMX data instructions 
from the controller to the fixture. DMX data is sent as serial data that travels from fixture to fixture 
via the DATA “IN” and DATA “OUT” XLR terminals located on all DMX fixtures (most controllers only 
have a DATA “OUT” terminal). 

DMX Linking: DMX is a language allowing all makes and models of different manufacturers to be 
linked together and operate from a single controller, as long as all fixtures and the controller are DMX 
compliant. To ensure proper DMX data transmission, try to use the shortest path possible when link-
ing several DMX fixtures. The order in which fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not influence 
the DMX addressing. For example, a fixture assigned a DMX address of 1 may be placed anywhere 
in a DMX line: at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. When a fixture is assigned a 
DMX address of 1, the DMX controller knows to send DATA assigned to address 1 to that unit, no 
matter where it is located in the DMX chain.

Data Cable (DMX Cable) Requirements (For DMX Operation): The Encore Burst RGBW IP can 
be controlled via DMX-512 protocol. The Encore Burst RGBW IP has multiple DMX channel modes. 
Your unit and your DMX controller requires a 5-pin XLR connector for data input and data output. We 
recommend Accu-Cable DMX cables. If you are making your own cables, be sure to use standard 
110-120 Ohm shielded cable (This cable may be purchased at almost all pro lighting stores). Your 
cables should be made with a male XLR connector on one end and a female XLR connector on the 
other. Also remember that DMX cable must be daisy chained and cannot be split.

Special Note: Line Termination. When longer runs of cable are used, you may need to use a ter-
minator on the last unit to avoid erratic behavior. A terminator is a 110-120 ohm 1/4 watt resistor 
which is connected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector (DATA + and DATA -). This unit is 
inserted in the female XLR connector of the last unit in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a 
cable terminator (ADJ part number Z-DMX/T) will decrease the chance of erratic behavior.

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DMX ADDRESSING
All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX controller, to ensure that 
the correct fixture responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address is the channel 
number from which the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control signal sent out from the DMX 
controller. The starting DMX address is assigned by setting the correct DMX address on the digital 
control display on the fixture.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different addresses 
for each individual fixture. Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will cause all fixtures to react 
in the same way; in other words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures si-
multaneously.

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will start to “listen” to the channel num-
ber you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels of each fixture. That means changing the 
settings of one channel will only affect the selected fixture.

In the case of the Encore Burst RGBW IP, when in 4 channel mode you should set the starting DMX 
address of the first unit to 1, the second unit to 5 (4 + 1), the third unit to 9 (5 + 4), and so on. (See 
chart below for more details.)

TROUBLE SHOOTING
Listed below is a common problem the user may encounter, with a potential solution.

Unit not responding to DMX:
Check that the DMX cables are connected and wired correctly (pin 3 is “hot”; on some other DMX 
devices pin 2 may be ‘hot’). Also, check that all cables are connected to the right connectors. The 
order in which the inputs and outputs are connected can affect the unit’s operation. 

CLEANING
Due to fog residue, smoke, and dust, cleaning the internal and external optical lenses must be car-
ried out periodically to optimize light output. 
1.	 Use normal glass cleaner and a soft cloth to wipe down the outside casing.
2.	 Clean the external optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 20 days.

Cleaning frequency depends on the environment in which the fixture operates (i.e. smoke, fog resi-
due, dust, dew).
