Rear Panel:
1.  LCD - This screen will display all relevant information about the functions being selected or the 

Mp3 file being played.
2.  REPEaT/Eq BUTTOn - Press this button once to activate repeat, which will repeat the cur-

rently playing song until stop is pressed. Press and hold this button to activate EQ mode, which 
let select among the different types equalization that can be applied the song currently playing.

3.  USB/MEMORy CaRD/WIRELESS aUDIO BUTTOn - Press this button once to select the 
USB & Memory Card drive. Press this button again to select Wireless Connectivity.
